CSA66 Parks Status

Park Maintenance continues daily such as park checks, graffiti removal, weed
pulling, trash dumping, playground equipment inspections done weekly, ETC.
The bathrooms in Eufay Woods Park are also being cleaned and sanitized daily.
Monthly herbicide use reports delivered to the County Agriculture
Commissioner. In addition to general park maintenance, the following has been
completed.
