The Board approved the purchase of a new
ladder truck and established an ad hoc to discuss funding for the
truck. Construction on the front parking lot is complete and the
roof will start soon.

IRWMP Grants

Design is nearly complete on the steel main project. We have
started on the meter project and have roughly 230 meters left to
do.
